Q: Is the Chicago Spirit Brigade
the only group of its kind?
A: No... and yes! CSB and similar
community-based groups around the
country are members of the Pride
Cheerleading Association. Other
squads include Cheer NY, Cheer LA
Cheer San Francisco and San Diego
Cheer Elite. What makes CSB unique
is that where the others are strictly
cheerleading based, the Chicago
Spirit Brigade is now comprised of
Dance, Drill and Cheer squads!
 
Q: When and where was the first
Big Bang held?
A: The first Big Bang was held in
January 2005 at Hydrate. Within 3
years, the event had outgrown the
stage capacity of Hydrate and Big Bang moved to Circuit Nightclub in
January 2008.
 
Q: What does it take to become a member of the Chicago Spirit
Brigade?
A: First, one must be willing to dedicate at least one year to fulfilling the
group's fundraising mission. More important than previous dance, drill or
cheer experience, CSB seeks members who can put on a smile, talk
with people, and request donations for the designated beneficiary -
including Chicago-based non-profit groups like TPAN and Susan G.
Komen for the Cure. Members must be 21 years of age or older
(there's no upper limit! We have a couple cheerleaders nearing 50!) and
willing to commit their time - our performers give up nearly every
Sunday for 4 hours of practice and numerous weekends from May to
October, when we average 15 to 20 performances. Tryouts are held in
the fall, but anyone interested in becoming a performing or auxiliary
member can contact CSB anytime throughout the year at
ChicagoSpiritBrigade.org.
